6. That any ballot containing fewer or more than the number of names
to be voted for shall be rejected.

7. That where there are two or more members of the same name, only
such ballots as containing the Christian name or initials of the person for
whom the ballot is cast shall be counted, but such omission of the Christian
name or initial shall not affect the other names on the ballot.

8. That a majority of the legal ballots cast shall be required. A
majority of the legal votes cast on any ballot shall elect except when a
larger number of members receive such a majority than are to be elected;

to the total number of places to be filled. A tie vote between two persons
when but one place remains to be filled shall be disregarded and another
vote shall be taken.

Accepted supplies, although regularly serving a charge, not giving full
time service, or otherwise gainfully employed are not included in the
minimum salary plan.

Members of the conference, still attending school, are not considered
as giving full time service to the pastoral charge, and are covered under
the guarantee for students.

Members of the conference, other than students in college or seminary,
who attend school more than one day per week are not considered as
giving full time service to the charge.

Accepted supplies who have reached the age of enforced retirement for
a member of the conference are not included in the minimum salary plan.
Retired members serving as supply pastors are not included in the mini-
mum salary plan.

No charge, except those now having an expense account, shall allow a
minister an expense account until the salary réaches the minimum guar-
antee for the particular category of service as outlined above.

The Advance collection this year totals $6,393. Only thirty seven
Churches accepted this world wide challenge this year. Perhaps the situa-
tion in China was responsible, but there are other fertile fields, one at our
very doors, Puerto Rico.

Evangelism

The addition of sixteen hundred and ninety new members to the District
roll was largely due to the Evangelistic Advance conducted last fall. The
spiritual awakening climaxed by the Wilmington open air meeting demon-
strated the power of concerted spiritual effort. May it be but the beginning
of greater united efforts.

Pastoral Visitation

Commitments and additions are in direct ratio to pastoral calling. I
again speak as the voice of experience; the pastors who, through the past
six years, have won the largest number of persons to Christ and His Church,
have been the minsters who have made the most pastoral calls. The Discip-
line requires a report on pastoral calls, a few of our men have disregarded
this requirement.

With our people heartsick, bewildered, perplexed, the Christian minister
has his greatest opportunity of serving both his people and his God. It
cannot be accomplished by attending coaching schools, seminars, panel dis-
cussions: where the chief discussions generally are the problems of the day.
We know the problem, it may be old fashioned to say it, but say it I will;
the problem is sin. We have the answer to the problem; our Christ, who in
turn does not have the answer, but is the answer. Take Him to this confused
world beginning at the Peninsula Conference. Many cities trying to stop
crime have taken their police out of the patrol cars and have put them back
on the beat. We need to put the minister back in the pastorate.

Manuel Barque, of the Burrsville Charge, will begin his pastoral’ex-
perience with the adjournment of conference; Steve C. Kupcheck, now in
the seminary, will enter our ranks; Greeley Higgins, of the Claiborne Church,
about to enter the Seminary, will have an appointment; Neal Kinnamon, of
Grace Church, Cambridge, will become a student supply pastor and attend
college; George Moore, a Seminary student, and Gordon Stapleton of Zion
Church, Cambridge, will be in the student supply pastor list. These men
plan to seek Peninsula Conference membership. Applying for membership
on trial are: Donald Clendaniel, Arley B. Golden and Willard L. Robinson.
This is an exceptional group of young candidates, grounded in Christian
convictions and enthusiastically committed to the Methodist ministry.

Developing the Christian Mind

The District Sunday Church School enrollment is over 13,000; the
average attendance more than 7,000. The Christian Workers School was
held in Easton again this year. Many local training classes were organized
throughout the conference year.

Registration in the many camp activities was good. Interest in Daily
Vacation Church Schools is growing and new schools are being reported
each year. The high level contribution of the Board of Education to the
growing life of this peninsula is a major fact in our denominational picture.
We should not fail to appreciate the large group of able volunteer leaders
of children and youth who through the work of this board are confronting
hundreds of our young people and children yearly with the person and way
of Christ. At every turn now, one finds people at work in churches whose
first decisions in the regions of the Christian life were given impetus and
enrichment through some phase of the ministry of our Board of Education.

Benevolences

The giving for Apportioned Benevolences will be about $32,800, which
is no material increase over that of last year. I am unable to forecast the
results of the Advance giving and that of the Day of Dedication.

Evangelism

Most of our ministers and laymen cooperated in the conference wide
programme of Evangelism last fall. The reports lead me to expect 8§00 new
members. An entire month devoted to winning recruits for Christ gave the
Church in this region a new sense of the meaning and the mission of the
Christian Life. And I believe it showed the way for the application of our
own initiative and vision to the evangelistic needs of this conference.

Charge Adjustments

We are making progress slowly toward local Church union.. In Oxford
there is no longer any evidence of our historic division. United Methodism
there, with Church attendance largest in its history and Sunday Church School
attendance almost doubled within four years, presents a dramatic example of
what a dozen other communities can do whenever they are ready to make
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the venture. Our Churches in St:-Michael§ now enter the second year of
thelr ass001at10n as a two point charge within the town limits. Sardis has
the momlng worship; the evenrng serv1ce is ‘at 'Southeriand’ The youth
work is combined; their Sunday meetlngs belng held in’the chtrches altef-
natelv ’I‘hls adJustment has caused St. Michaels to become a 83 600 appomt—
ment suddenly taking secure place among the better charges of the Confer-
ence Thée officials of Calvary and Tr1n1ty Churches in Easton have
requested the Blshop to arrange them in llke manner for next year.

One of the most lnterestlng developments in the Easton District'in ‘the
six years has taken place:at Harmony, a,small,village in Caroline County,
near Preston. It has asked for and has been given mission status for two
years, next conférence year being the second year. Starting at the beginning
of this year with'the part time leadership of Vinton Shufelt, ‘a supply, it has
grown-into a congregation averaging one hundred on Sunday mornings, with

an evening service of fifty and a Sunday Church ‘Se¢hool whose average’

attendance now passes oné hundred. At'the end of this‘year they tlopuse
to’set'ithe “salary’ at least at the conference’ mimimum and ec"ei)t and’ pay

all ‘apportionments ‘in full. - These vibrant Meéthodists ask only for our ‘en-

couragement and our prayers.
In Six, Years

" Any survey of the work of \Iethodlsm in ‘the Easton District must go
back tw elve years when J. Earl Cummlngs was made Dlstrrct Superlntendent
and asked to organize a new district. In all aspects of 'the Churchs life
impressive growth took place in the six vears of ‘his leadership. Knowmg
this, it was a fearsome task to review:;the pages of the record of the last six
yvears. I was not at all sure I'd find anything in a comparative study that
would give enjoyment in thé réporting! ‘“But ‘in the ‘main the’progress set
by’ tHé first ‘six years ‘has” been’éontinued becausé 'of *thé ‘loyal and’ eénthu-
siastic service of laymen and ministers.”“In 1945, the’ ministers Were paid ‘a
total of $101,375; this year $132, 269 a gain of $30,894. The average
salary at that time was $1,909, now it is $2,400. While the total gain is
impressive please notice that the rate of ineredse:is’far:behind that of-in¢ome
génerally, ‘and<is’ dismally: behind ‘the Tupward ' swing of2 the Icost *of ‘living.
We' are;however, sincerely grateful”for this advance. “In'1945; the ¢hdrges

The Evangelistic Mission

The very first thing after Conference last year we were faced with the
work involved in the Conference-wide evangelistic mission. Committees
had to be set up and meetings of all sorts held in preparation for the Salis-
bury-Easton Bi-District School of Evangelism for Pastors, at Sharptown,
on September 22 and continuing through that week. During the summer
I met with groups of pastors on the District at centers like Crisfield, Princess
Anne, Salisbury, and Newark, Maryland to counsel with them about laying
the foundations for the Evangelistic mission. Later in the program of
preparation I met with groups of laymen, including members of Official
Boards and Membership and Evangelism Committees of individual churches
to tell the story of this mission and what it was possible to accomplish in such
a district and Conference-wide co-operative program of Evangelism. Then in
September in co-operation with the Easton District, the plans and challenge
of the evangelistic mission were presented by both Superintendents just
before the mission began.

The Bi-District School for pastors, which was held in Sharptown each
morning, Monday through Friday, was exceptionally well attended by the
pastors of both districts. The leaders provided by the General Board were
of a very high order, and the inspiration, enthusiasm, and deep spiritual
quality of the leadership of the Rev. Howard Ellis have left a lasting contri-
bution to our lives and to the Peninsula Conference. The evangelistic
mission on the Salisbury-Easton Bi-District reached its climax in a great mass
meeting in Bethesda Church, Salisbury, on Sunday afternoon, October 1.
Dr. Tracy Jones, missionary to China, addressed the sanctuary service and
Dr. G. E. Thomas of the General Board of Evangelism in Nashville, addressed
the service in Fellowship Hall of Bethesda Church.
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As a result of the evangelistic mission 1471 persons have been received
into the fellowship of the churches on the district this year with a prospect
list of approximately 2000 to be contacted in the new year which lies just
ahead. This is an increase of 511 over the number received last year. The
prayers and the fellowship and the spirit of co-operation and loyalty and
devotion ‘and sacrifice and commitment and trust and faith which were
manifest among our pastors and laymen were a real joy and inspiration and
cause for sincere gratitude to Almighty God for His Redeeming Love.

World Service and The Advance for Christ and His Church

The charts describing both the World Service and The Advance needs
which were used in holding my Fourth Quarterly Conferences helped our
laymen, I believe, to understand in a new and perhaps little more realistic
way the world-wide missionary program of our Church. The World Service
giving of the charges on the Salisbury District during this Conference Year
has totaled $34,959, an increase of $508 over last year. The giving to The
Advance for Christ and His Church projects has totaled $9,042, which is
$1,216 above the goal released by the General Advance Committee for the
current year. This is a most gratifying response on the part of both pastors
and the people.

Grace Church, Salisbury, is in a community which is located in a section
of the city which a recent survey revealed to be about 75% Methodist,
either in membership or in preference. Some three years ago they began
construction of an educational unit to provide more adequate facilities for
meeting the needs of the children, youth and adults who were looking to
that church for religious instruction and pastoral care. A goodly part of my
time during the year was devoted to finding the way to make possible the
com;iletion of Grace Church Building Project. This, included provision for
the payment of unfounded obligations remaining on the educational unit
and the remodeling and enlarging of the Sanctuary. To accomplish this it
became necessary to raise more than $15,000 in new money among the
friends of Grace Church. This task was achieved by the co-operation of
the three downtown churches in Salisbury and a group of interested and
devoted laymen who gave generously of their time and of their money until
the goal was realized. In addition to the indebtedness which they have
already on the educational unit, the loyal people of Grace Church under the
leadership of their pastor, the Rev. Frank A. Baker, are raising within the
congregation itself more than $4,000 additional cash to provide the necessary
furniture of the Sanctuary. They are to be commended for their generous
response. Many thanks are due, also, to Dr. W. Vernon Middleton of our
General Board of Missions for his continuing help and our Conference Board
for its help and support in the situation, and to all those pastors and laymen
who have helped so much to make possible the completion of this project.
A firm contract was let out and work was begun on the Sanctuary part of
the project on March 3. It is now about 50% completed and will enable that
Church to render an enlarged and much more adequate service to that part
of Salisbury.
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Youth. Work and Christian Education

"“iPhie Conference Youth Camp has been on ‘my mind and heart through-
out. the year.

Swiftly passing time brings us again to the appointed hour, when we
briefly pause, as we seek to record past experiences and plan future services.

First we recall with affection and reverence those, who one brief year
ago were members of this fellowship, but who today are inhabitants of the
Father’s house of many mansions. We thank God we knew and loved them
and recognize that in the encircling arms of His creative love, they and we
alike, are members of one unbroken fellowship. Their records have been
recalled. Their memoirs will be published. Their names are written in the
Book of Life.

In mid-summer, A. M. B. Snapp entered the chaplaincy and R. S.
Hodgson was appointed to the pastorate of Asbury-Perryville.

Brother Conner was compelled by illness to relinquish his work at
Madeley and Wilmer Abbott, who is an accepted supply, has cared for the
work during his illness. Robert G. Conner, after a score of years of splendid
efficient service, will ask the Conference, because of his ill health, as well
as that of Mrs. Conner, to grant his retirement. A son and daughter have
come out of this home as a minister and a missionary. Mr. and Mrs. Conner
retire with the affection and acclaim of the church.

Richard Staszesky, Supply Pastor at Trinity Church, returned to Yale,
as he had planned, to complete his work in the seminary and Henry Meredith
has successfully served there through the remainder of the year. All other
pastors have served throughout the Conference year.

The church has greatly benefited by the services of our retired minis-
ters: J. W. Jones at Cherry Hill; T. J. Sard at Bellefonte; Tilghman Smith
at Warwick; L. B. Morgan, Assistant at Grace; C. H. Hudson, Assistant at
Peninsula; J. T. Clark working in the Wilmington Manor Church and help-
ing to establish the Wesley Chapel at Du Ross Heights.

In addition, the other retired men have responded whenever possible
to every call made on them. Many retired men are able to render service
which is greatly needed and, which enriched with experience of the years,
is of great value to the church. It should be the fixed policy of our church
to continue to avail ourselves of the services of these men.

A number of our ministers are finding new and unusual ways of render-
ing services. Thus supplementing and enriching the ministry of the church.
Community Easter morning services; under the direction of a number of
churches, were significant. Saturday evening programs for young people; a
day apart for the Official Board to counsel, to plan and to pray; recording
sermons and then carrying them to sick rooms; the preparing of occasional,
as well as, regular and syndicated articles for the press; the television and
radio programs; day camps and trips to places of religious and historical
interest to children, young people and adult groups: and many Daily Va-
cation Bible Schools are evidences of an alert and devoted activity.

A man of broad vision, deep interest, and wide experience, who is
profoundly aware of the imminent need and challenge of evangelism, as-
sumed the financial responsibility and thus made it possible, with the co-
operation of the Board of Evangelism of our church, to inaugurate a tele-
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vision program for an experimental period of ten weeks. ‘The Circuit
Rider,” which the program came to be called, was prepared and broadcasted
over 32 television stations. The vision and devotion of Mr. Floyd W. Wood-
cock has been eminently justified. In the first few weeks the rating agencies
declared this program had the largest audience of any religious program in
the United States and a larger audience than many of the so-called popular
programs. Letters were received from practically every state in the Union;
and literally, millions of people were reached by this medium. It is con-
fidently hoped, that the Board of Evangelism with the cooperation of the
Board of Lay Activities and the Commission on Radio, will find it possible,
in the light of this daring and successful experiment to continue ‘‘The
Circuit Rider’” program as a sustained and vital factor in the religious life
of America. The spirit of the pioneer is still among us and the ‘“‘endless
Line of Splendor’” continues.

Aldersgate, Bayview-Bethel, Bethel-Chesapeake City, Christiana, Clay-
mont, Cecil United Parish, Cecilton, Cherry Hill, Elkton, Holly Oak, Hockes-
sin, Hopewell, Marshallton, Millington, McCabe, Newark, New Castle, New-
port, North East, Asbury-Perryville, Mt. Pleasant-Port Deposit, Peninsula,
Richardson Park, St. Georges, Stanton, Warwick, Minquadale, Bellefonte,
Brandywine, Eastlake, Grace, Hillcrest, St. Paul’s, Silverbrook, Trinity,
Union and Wilmington Manor have all made or are making extensive im-
provements to the church and parsonage property or have acquired addition-
al land, or have built new parsonages, church school buildings, a social hall
or a church in recent months. Chester-Bethel, Brack-Ex and Madeley are
planning extensive improvements. Most of these building projects are com-
pleted and eight are, even now, in the process of building.

The population of Cecil County, Maryland has increased by nearly a
third in the past 12 years and is now increasing at an accelerating rate.
New Castle County, Delaware is likewise rapidly increasing in population.
These areas present an imperative challenge for church extension. Response
to this challenge will yield immense dividends financially, socially and
spiritually to the building of the church and to the Glory of God.

Every charge on the district, save one, has a recognized unit of the
Woman's Society of Christian Service. We expect soon to have 100 per-
cent. Everywhere this organization is spiendidly serving.

The Wilmington District joined in the great Evangelistic Advance.
Town, country and city churches loyally followed the adopted plan of in-
struction, nightly service, visitation and follow-up. More than 15,000 people
attended the never-to-be forgotten out-door Mass Meeting. On Ingathering
Day, November 19th, 1,000 people stood before the altars of the churches
of this district and took the vows of membership.

The work of Evangelism is the supreme and continuous task of the
church. It is being carried on throughout the year, and as many more have
been received into the churches on Palm Sunday, Easter Sunday and on
Ingathering day after Easter and on Pentecost Sunday as were received on
November 19th. Some of our churches have received people into membership
almost every Sunday of the year. We deeply appreciate the work of the Con-
ference Board of Evangelism and the General Board. Let us go on in the
work. Thousands, literally thousands await our message, and cooperative
organized effort will be blessed of God, who giveth the increase.

CONFERENCE BOARD OF EVANGELISM REPORT

We rejoice in the victory which attended our united campaign last fall.
All who adequately prepared and whole-heartedly participated had their faith
richly rewarded. Usually where there was a great difference between com-
mitments and accessions we unwisely selected our visitors and gave them
poor training. We are grateful for the leadership of our District Superinten-
dents and especially for the cooperation of the General Board in sending us
a fine Director in the person of Howard Ellis.

It cannot be too strongly emphasized that our program of evangelism
should be a continuing one. On every charge a ‘‘Fisherman’s Club’’ should
be organized and visiting for decisions for Christ should continue throughout
the year. We recognize the helpfulness of simultaneous effort and suggest
that groups in natural geographical areas regularly promote a united
program. This work should not wait for or require pressure from the top;
but it ought to be the conviction of every Minister that this must be done
or else all that we otherwise do is but ‘“clanging brass and tinkling cymbal.”

There are those who have justly lamented that our members go out
the back door as fast as we take them in the front door. If this happens
I am sure that we have a faulty method of assimilation or probably, what
is more likely true, we have no program of assimilation at all. Conse-
quently, we must learn and learn hurriedly, lest we bring our total program
of evangelism into disrepute, how to make cur ‘“new friends’’ feel at home
in the new fellowship into which they have entered. Prayerful planning
will pay large dividends here, my brethren. It is the testimony of those
who organize ‘““fellowship friends’’ that losses are very small in comparison
to the great number who are reached for Christ.

It is suggested that the committee which assists the Minister in the
work of shepherding the flock has a task as important as that of the visiting
committee. The total success of our evangelistic efforts depends on equiva-
lent and sustained efforts in both of these areas. As long as our pews show
fifty percent of the membership regularly absent we need continued prayerful
work with those who are already committed in order that the new friends
shall come into an environment where persons are alert to their spiritual
opportunities.

The 1951 Religion In American Life Campaign has such evangelistic
possibilities that we suggest the adoption of the following resolutions with
our report.

Whereas the national program, Religion In American Life, has put at
the free disposal of religion all the communications media for an unprece-
dented coverage in support of religion and religious institutions and

~ Whereas the program has developed into a comprehensive and intensive
movement to strengthen the place of religion in the community and nation;
and

Whereas these contributions of American business and the advertising
industry through the program has resulted in widespread benefits to indi-
vidual churches in hundreds of communities throughout the country;
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We hereby resolve to extend vigorous support to the November 1951,
Religion In American Life campaign, and urge every pastor to participate
in the organization of a responsible and effective local committee in his
community to take full advantage of the opportunities offered for the
strengthening of church life.

THE BOARD OF HOSPITALS AND HOMES

1. That homes and hospitals within adjacent conferences which in the
past have served and which do now serve our constituency be supported by
our churches through voluntary offerings. The Methodist Hospital in Phila-
delphia has rendered a generous service to many of our conference members
and we commend its support. We also call your attention to the fine work
of The Strawbridge Home for Boys at Sykesville, Md., The Kelso Home for
Girls in Baltimore, Md., The Swartzell Home for Children in Washington,
D. C., and the foster home program of the Baltimore Conference Board of
Child Care. These agencies care for fourteen boys and girls from the Penin-
sula area. The per capita cost of child care for one year is $1,026.00. The
1950 minutes reveal the fact that in 1949-50 our total contribution to child-
caring institutions was $3,603.00. We recommend the authorization of a
closer co-operation on the part of the Conference Board of Hospitals and
Homes with the Baltimore Conference Board of Child Care in order that we
may more fully share in the support of the boys and girls from our area
who are now being cared for by the Strawbridge, Kelso and Swartzell homes.
We urge our churches to participate in larger numbers and more generously
in the annual Christmas offering for the above-named institutions.

2. That Charge Committees on Hospitals and Homes acquaint the
membership of their churches with the work that is being done by the pre-
viously named institutions and the great philanthropic program of Methodism.

3. That local institutions ministering to the needs of the territory in
which our churches are situated be given sympathetic support.

4. That membership dues be paid by this conference to the National

Association of Methodist Hospitals and Homes so that the Chairman of your
Board or a representative may become a voting member.
5. That if any individuals or groups of persons indicate their intention
of making a substantial gift to this conference for the purpose of establishing
and maintaining a Home for the Aged, a Nursing Home or a Hospital within
the bounds of the Conference, your Board shall be empower'ed to make a
thorough study of such propositions as may be presented and report their
findings to the next session of the Annual Conference.

PENINSULA CONFERENCE

REPORT OF GOODWILL INDUSTRIES OF WILMINGTON

Goodwill Industries, with the help of its many friends and contributors
in Wilmington and surroundihg communities, provided steady and part-time
employment opportunities for more than 60 physically handicapped and
aged persons during the past year. As in previous years, the largest ma-
jority of those employed, were handicapped with disabilities of such nature
and severity that employment in regular commercial industry was, for them,
either very difficult or altogether impossible.

There were 27 new placements during the year and 26 persons termi-
nated their connection with the agency during the same period. 13 of the
terminations left to take employment in commercial industry, and it can be
reported that Goodwill Industries contributed a substantial share, through
its facilities and services, in making such placements possible.

Ages of the workers employed ranged from 18 to 90 years; 37 were
male and 23 female. Classifications of workers’ disabilities included 8
handicapped by advanced age; 18 with orthopedic disabilities; 2 with heart
ailments; Cerebral Palsy, 3; 6 with mental and/or emotional disturbances;
2 with chronic organic disabilities; 1 with defective hearing; and 12 were
classified as having handicaps of a social nature. 8 non-handicapped persons
were employed at different intervals in staff positions and for service on the
agency’s trucks.

ETmployment and occupational training at Goodwill Industries is, in
the majority of cases, a long term procedure. The severity of the client’s
disability, his age, and other related factors, usually call for service requiring
long periods of time, if his full needs are to be met. .In a few cases during
the past year, short periods of employment were provided for handicapped
persons who required temporary opportunities for re-adjustment before
entering commercial fields. 9 persons afflicted with severe physical disabili-
ties were placed with Goodwill Industries during the year for purely re-
habilitative purposes; economic need being of lesser importance, the aim
was, in these cases, to encourage the development of a more normal and
meaningful way of life through daily contact and association with other
people and the activities of normal living practices.

In addition to the 60 persons classified as steady and part-time workers,
a rather large number of what might be termed ‘“disadvantaged persons”
were provided with opportunities to work for a few hours to earn needed
articles of clothing. For the most part, these were non-handicapped except
possibly in a social sense.

Goodwill Industries is primarily interested in providing opportunities
for handicapped persons to help themselves. The well-being of the persons
we have tried to serve and their progress toward achieving a more abundant
life has been our first consideration. Financial records and material opera-
tiens, although occupying a very important place in the structural pattern
of the organization, serve only as a means of achieving the desired end-result;
that of effectively serving handicapped people. Gains and increases in these
directions interest Goodwill only to the extent that they will increase our
capacity for service. Financial and operational data is reported here, first,
for informative purposes and second, to indicate in a general way, to those
who may be interested, the rate of progress made during the past year.
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Goodwill Industries was 84 9% self-supporting in 1950. $49,534.02 was
the total income for the year and of this amount, $41,277.14 was received
as industrial earnings resulting from sales of reconditioned articles through
Goodwill stores, from the sale of salvage materials and from other industrial
activities. $6,810.27 was received through the United Community Fund of
Northern Delaware and proved to be an effective help in maintaining the
agency’s program. Many of the non-income producing activities involving
the employment and training of severely handicapped persons were made
possible by these funds. Cash donations, interest on investments, and mis-
cellaneous receipts produced a total of $1,446.61. Of this amount, $1,091.50
represented cash gifts contributed by Methodist Church groups and interested
individuals and was specifically earmarked for use in our Nursery School
program.

Total disbursements for the year amocunted to $49,141.29. 719% of
this amount, or, $35,071.82 was spent for wages to persons from established
homes in Delaware. 279% was paid to local merchants, utility companies,
contracting firms, insurance agencies, and small business houses for supplies,
services, insurance protection, new equipment, and general maintenance
needs. Only about 2% of the total disbursements was spent outside the
State of belaware; less than 1% for membership in our national organization
and the balance for supplies not available on local markets.

Two retail stores were in operation during the year and 29,622 separate
sales were made. Dealers, collectors, and various other types of buyers
visited the stores but the largest majority of Goodwill customers were per-
sons with very limited incomes. Supplementiﬁg the agency’s primary purpose
of furnishing employment and training for the physically handicapped was
this service of providing opportunities for persons of small means to buy
clean, reconditioned and still useful clothing, furniture and other necessities,
at prices well within their limited ability to pay. A young mother carrying
her baby and browsing about the main store one day, was heard to say,
‘“‘stores like this are a blessing to people like me.”

Goodwill Industries is generally considered to be a thrifty organization;
every effort is made to get the most good, for the longest possible time out
of whatever facilities and materials are at hand. The time always comes,
however, when age and long continued use takes its toll. Replacement of
old equipment and building repairs have been an urgent need at Goodwill
for quite some time. We are happy to report that some progress has been
made in this direction during the past year. A new 1% ton truck has re-
placed our old and badly worn 1937 model; new laundry equipment and an
automatic hot water system has been installed. A very important need was
filled with the installation of a new heating system in the rear of our main
building, which was, for many years, unheated. Both buildings have been
painted inside and out and other extensive repairs made. A new cyclone
fence was also erected around the rear area of our main building, which
will provide added protection from vandalism and the constant threat of
fire, plus an opportunity to make productive use of the land.

Our Nursery School for children of mothers employed in industry was in
operation for the full year, with 80 children between the ages of 2 and 6
years enrolled at different times during the period. A diversified program
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of activities was maintained at the school, designed to provide training in
religious and some secular subjects, supervised play periods, and attention
to the development of good habits of personal hygiene. While the school’s
physical facilities were far from adequate because of a very limited budget,
it is believed that despite the handicaps encountered, the school’s program
proved to be a beneficial influence in the lives of the children enrolled.

We want to take advantage of this opportunity to publicly thank the
following Methodist Church groups in Wilmington for their splendid support
of our Nursery School again this past year. The Friendship Class of Grace;
the Busy Bees of Brandywine; the WSCS of Scott; the WSCS of Eastlake;
and the WSCS of Harrison Street all contributed regularly to the school’s
support. Our organization is deeply grateful.

In a recent report to the Board of Missions and Church Extension of
the Methodist Church, Mr. Percy J. Trevethan, Executive Secretary of Good-
will Industries of America, said, ‘“Goodwill Industries is essentially a religious
organization. By heritage, by motivation, and by action, it seeks to do the
Christian thing and render, without respect to creed or caste or color, a
ministry of service to the handicapped and disabled of our communities. It
walks the Jericho road of service.”” While Mr. Trevethan was reporting for
Goodwill on a general and national level, it is certain that his statement
was based on his knowledge of, and faith in, each individual Goodwill agency.
In our local situation, it can be said, that whatever we have been able to
accomplish during the past year, whether small or great, in the way of

service to the handicapped and to our community, it has been done against
a background of religious faith- and purpose. With deep humility, we of
Goodwill look back, for a brief moment, over past years and thank our God
again, for His divine guidance and patient understanding. With trust in
Him, we go into a future filled with many uncertainties, but also with many
challenging opportunities, hopeful that we shall be found worthy of, and
equal to, whatever task shall be ours in- His service.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF LAY ACTIVITIES OF
PENINSULA CONFERENCE

In many respects an increased interest has been shown on the program
of Lay Activities during the year 1950-51 resulting in some real progress.
Our continuing major objective has been the organization of ‘“Methodist
Men” units and six new units have been chartered this year, making a total
of twelve chartered units for Peninsula Conference. By Districts, Wilming-
ton leads with six units, Salisbury is next with three units, Easton has two
units and Dover has one Unit.

Our goal as set by the General Board of Lay Activities is forty seven
units of “Methodist Men”” by 1952, so we must really ‘““Advance,” thirty five
units strong this last year of the Quadrennium if we reach our required goal.
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The Charge Lay Leaders of our Conference are showing a growing
interest in the Program of Lay Activities in the local churches and seem glad
to participate in this great program which is designed to undergird and
strengthen the local church.

Last summer, August 5th and 6th, a Conference-wide gathering of
Laymen was held in Peninsula Camp, near Centreville, Md. in their second
Annual Week-end Retreat. Mr. Thomas B. Clay, of Buffalo, N. Y., the
Genesee Conference Lay Leader was the guest speaker. This was a very
enthusiastic meeting with fifty laymen in attendance. This year the third
Annual Retreat will be held at the Camp on August 4th and 5th and our
goal is one hundred Laymen from each of the four Districts.

Laymen’s Day, Sunday, February 25 was widely observed throughout
the Conference with laymen in charge of the entire service in many of the
churches. Methodism is becoming more and more a layman’s church where
his voice is heard and his vote counts. Laymen are truly the hope of the
Church in the world today.

Whatever degree of success has been achieved during the past year in
our program of Lay Activities is largely due to the splendid leadership
given to the work by our District Lay Leaders, and their Associates, and the
Charge Lay Leaders with the cooperation of the Ministers and the District
Superintendents, and I wish to express my sincere appreciation to all of them
for their cooperation and encouragement.

Special mention is due to the outstanding work of Clinton H. Brown,
the Wilmington District Lay Leader who has worked unceasingly in his ef-
forts to promote the Laymen’s Program in his District. Some of his import-
ant activities have been the Ministers and Laymens dinner at Grace Church
House, October 13th, and the District Youth Rally at Union Church on March
10th. Another important activity was his work in the Dover-Wilmington
Evangelistic Mass Meeting at the Wilmington Ball Park on October 22nd,
assisted by Elias H. Tingle, Lay leader of the Dover District. I am very
grateful for the splendid work of our Laymen in the great Evangelistic
Crusade in our Conference this year and hope that it will inspire us to a
deeper consecration to this effort this coming year.

I would like to remind you that ‘“Methodist Men’’ is not just another
service club, but is a group of consecrated Christian men devoted to the task
of carrying the message of Christ to the world as they are seeking to enlist
more men in the service of our Christ and His Church.

The Peninsula Conference Board of Education is today listening to
those words spoken long since by the Ethiopian, with renewed interest, and
is consequently trying to help all age-groups within our geographical con-
fines, to see, without spiritual astigmatism, that which God has created for
man to see and understand.

Your Board conceives its task to be to aid all individuals of our Church
constituencies to live creative lives that the light of God in Christ shall lead
them to the Lamb. We keenly feel the responsibility of helping children,
youth, and adults to know the Way—to know Christ who is the Way, the
Truth, and the Life.

Your Board has continuously tried to set up a program of Christian
nurture that would meet the needs of our Churches and would provide helps
for the meeting of these needs. At the same time, your Board has ever had
the individual in mind and has zealously striven, with the assistance of its
competent staff, to enrich the individual’s spiritual experience. Thus Christ-
ian Evangelism and Christian Education are ever aiding each other.

Thanks for all support—
financial, social, moral, and spiritual. Brother Green will state fuller par-
ticulars in his report as to this growing project of the Board of Education.
Yea, the finest spirit of sharing—the beautiful missionary spirit—is ever in
evidence among our many laborers—cleric and lay. Never has one worker
failed to emphasize and to help further the interests of World Service and
the Advance for Christ and His Church.

Your Board again wishes to express its appreciation to the Board of
Trustees of the Wesley Junior College and its President, O. A. Bartley, for
the use of office space for our Executive Secretary. We are happy to say
that the relationship between our Executive Secretary and the President
of W. J. C. is most cordial. Surely this fine spirit of cordiality in the W. J.
C. building is conducive to effective Christian Education within the Confer-
ence Territory.

In closing, let me quote the last paragraph of my report to the Board
and the Conferemce of 1950. “The Board could not do such effective work
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were it not for the cooperation of ail church workers—Bishop, District
Superintendents, Pastors, Youth Council, Conference, District and Sub-
District Directors, and Laymen, who have cheerfully contributed to the
Board their time and talent. The success achieved has been due to the
fact that each person has sought to further the spirit of the Advance for
Christ and His Church.”

Yet, with the help, encouragement and prayer, much has been
done. As we give this report, it is a composite summary of all the labor of
many people who believe in the Christian Way of Life.

Christian Education that is not Christian is not compatible with the
desire of our workers. Therefore, we all have striven to make the task
Christian.

The core of our work is the Sunday
Morning Church School. This phase of the work is continuing to show
pleasing results.

In the 402 Schools, 5,526 officers
and teachers in every kind of situation attest to the combined interest and
labor for a Kingdom of God, here and now.

We have been lifted and cheered by the literal carrying out of the
words of Christ to “bring the little Children to Him.”
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The proverbial words of the Old Testament about youth has been
eagerly manifest when we consider and behold the beaming and longing
countenance on hundreds of our young people.

The Adults are seeing visions of a New World as they work together in
Young Adult classes and Adult groups. We certainly, here, desire to say
“sincere thanks” to all of these numerous leaders and teachers. We, too,
cannot too urgently hurry to say the Staff of the Age Divisions have given
beyond their line of duty a tremendous life to these persons in local Churches.
God bless them, and be gracious unto them.

Every other avenue has shown remarkable growth. This year has been
no exception. The Daily Vacation Church School, the Camp, the Christian
Workers’ Schools, the Visual Aid Program, Conferences, office detail, and so
many other numerous programs have tested each of our abilities. The
challenges in every field have been great, but the workers have been, and
are meeting them with Christian grace.

The duplication of the activities in the different Boards are not always
easy to surmount, but we have had unusual cooperation which has warmed
our hearts.
